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ROWN STAGHORN (scientific name: Aristolochia indica) is a plant in the pheasant family (Aristolochi-
aceae) native to India. The botanical characteristics of the sida basket are hard vines. The leaves are single leaves
arranged alternately. narrow triangle The flowers come out in a short inflorescence at the fork of the
leaves, with a foul odor. There are only 2-3 flowers in one bouquet. The base of the tube swells into a round
bulb. Above the cod is a small tube. The tip of the petals spreads out into a crooked mouth shape. There
are 6 stamens. The top of the female stigma has 6 lobes. The fruit is quite round or oblong, quite wide.
and split into 6 stalks within which the seeds are flat, oval, winged. (aristolochic acids), which are
carcinogenic and toxic to the kidneys. very bitter induce vomiting As an antidote to snake venom, it
can also be used as food for butterflies .
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
