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RED LATAM PALM (English: Red Latan Palm; scientific name: Latania lontaroides) is a palm in the genus Latania, is
a palm endemic to Reunion Island in the Mascarine Islands. It looks like a single palm, up to 8 meters tall, with
a trunk. 30 cm in diameter, fan-shaped leaves, when the plant is small, petioles, umbilicus and leaf margins are
dark red. Sexual inflorescences are on different plants. Out between the leaf sheaths, 1.5 meters long, 5 cm.
elliptical fruit, when ripe, brownish-green, popularly planted as an ornamental plant
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
