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BLACKBOARD TREE
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BLACKBOARD TREE (scientific name: Alstonia scholaris) is a large perennial plant with a height of about
12-20 meters in the family Apocynaceae, native to Southeast Asia. and can be found in every region in Thailand
and is the official tree of Samut Sakhon Province The shell looks thick but brittle. The surface of the tree has
small flakes, white and brown. Seems to have white rubber, straight stems. Very branchy, layered, inner bark
brown. with white latex The leaves are clustered at the end of a branch with about 57 leaves.
The petiole is short. utilization In South and Southeast Asia, the bark of Phaya Sattabun is used to treat
dysentery. intestinal infections; and malaria. The leaves are used to treat chronic respiratory disease. In India,
different parts of the Phaya Sattabun tree are used as medicinal plants such as It is used as a herbal remedy
against malaria as Ayush-64 which is commercially available. White resin and leaves are used to treat wounds,
eczema and joint pain. Phaya Sattabun is also an important source of alkaloids. In Borneo, its wood is used to
make nets .
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
