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CASHEW NUT TREE (scientific name: Anacardium occidentale) is a perennial flowering plant in the family Anacardiaceae,
the same group as mangoes (mango) and pistachios. (caju - fruit) or "cajueiro” (cajueiro - tree), nowadays it grows
widely in tropical regions. To take advantage of seeds and fruits, first imported to plant in the south of Thailand in
1901 by Phraya Ratsadanu Pradit Mahisorn Phakdi (Kho Simbi Na Ranong). It is a plant that has nutritional value.
high Contains easily digestible protein Fats that are mostly polyunsaturated fatty acids (when consumed will not
increase fat in the blood vessels), carbohydrates, vitamins A, B, E and mineral salts, calcium, phosphorus, iron, and
with the land next to the sea resulting in cashew fruit being sweeter than other regions, southern provinces next
to the sea, such as Nakhon Si Thammarat, Chumphon, Surat Thani, Phatthalung, Songkhla, Pattani, Narathiwat,
Ranong, Phang Nga, Phuket, Krabi, Trang, Satun, etc. Cashew is an evergreen tree. The trunk has a height of 10-12
meters, a low tree, unevenly spreading branches. The leaves are arranged spirally, the surface is smooth, obovate
to ovoid, 4-22 cm long and 2-15 cm wide, with smooth margins. Then the color is bright red, with 5 petals, a pointed
end, slender, 7-15 millimeters long. which will grow up from the thalamus Known in Central America as "maraiidn’,
the cashew fruit is yellow or red-orange when ripe. It is about 5-11 centimeters long.
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
