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COCONUT TREE is a perennial plant. It belongs to the palm family (Arecaceae) and is the only extant species of
the genus Cocos. It is a plant that can be used in many ways, such as water and young coconut meat for eating. The
flesh of the mature fruit is grated and squeezed to make coconut milk. Coconut shells are used to invent items such
as dippers, lanterns, etc. In addition, coconuts are classified as one of auspicious plants. according to the textbook
of the royal edition of Brahmachat has determined to plant coconuts in the east of the house for prosperity Botanical
characteristics Coconut, scientifically known as Cocos nucifera L., belongs to the family Palmae. The trunk has a
single stem, not branching, with scars from falling leaves throughout the stem. The age of the coconut tree can be
calculated from this scar. In one year, the coconut produces approximately 12-14 leaves, so in 1 year there will be
12-14 scars on the trunk.The leaves are compound leaves along the part of the stem. It consists of a stem (rechis),
large and long, and has a sub-leaf (leaflet) on the stem, about 200 - 250 leaves.The flowers are panicle-type
bouquets. There are both male and female flowers. In the same inflorescence, the flowers have 6 petals, cream or
pale yellow. Female flowers have thicker and stiffer petals than male ones.
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
