General Characteristics This agave is an ornamental plant in the same family as sisal. The mature tree is approximately
2 meters tall. The leaves are slightly greyish green. Some trees may have leaves up to 2 meters long at the edge of
the leaf. Plenty of hard thorns, agave is a plant that tolerates drought and lack of water very well. In addition, the
growth is also slow. It is said that it may take 10 years for the agave to flower. maintenance Light Needs a lot of
sunlight. water requires less water Maybe water once a week. Soil Grows well in sandy loam. Fertilizer: manure or
compost twice a year. propagation Split the sprouts and sow the seeds. Diseases and insects Agave is very disease and
insect resistant so it is rarely seen.
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
