Ovary oblong, 1.5-2.5 mm long, hairy; pod dry, cracked, twisted, 8-12 mm wide; seeds round to oval, bright red, 4.5-7
mm wide, 5-8 mm long. distribution : Found in the evergreen forest, mixed forest or along the edge of the forest
or open area. At an altitude of not more than 700 meters, flowering in April, fruiting in October. Benefits : Soft-boiled
shoots are eaten with chilli paste. The seeds are poisonous.
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
