Sometimes this
plant is mistaken for a philodendron. ivy with liang green leaves The shape of the leaves is characteristic. similar to
Bodhi leaves which we can plant in a vase Or can be planted in a pot as well, also classified as an ornamental plant

That has easy maintenance methods, likes strong sunlight and needs water only 1-2 times a week.
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
