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FLAME TREE (English: Flam-boyant, The Flame Tree, Royal Poinciana), also known as the peacock, western
peacock, Chom Por Luang, Som Por Luang (north), Crest Yung (South), Eagle (Central), and Yung Thong (Thammasat
University) Plants from Africa belong to the family of legumes. It is a large perennial plant. Deciduous in the dry
season wide spreading canopy The leaves are double-feathered composite leaves. A bouquet of flowers at the end
of the branch It has five petals, the color red to orange, the pod is a long, flat pod. When mature, it will be a black hard
dry pod. Botanical characteristics It is a medium-sized tree. The mature tree is about 12 - 18 meters tall. spread out
like a claw But smaller than the trunk is smooth, the bark is light brownish white to dark brown. The base of the tree
is a popon. There are often roots emerging from the surrounding soil when fully grown. The leaves are composed
of double feathers arranged alternately and have sub-leaves arranged opposite each other. The size of the leaves is
similar to that of the tamarind. Leaf blades are oblong. The tip is round, the base is crooked, the leaf surface is
smooth, itis a deciduous plant. In Thailand, they usually shed their leaves in the summer from March to June. Flowering
and discarding all the leaves Only the flowers in full bloom were left looking extraordinarily beautiful. inflorescences at
the end of branches and along the forked leaves near the end of the branch It consists of 5 petals and long stamens
that come out above the petals. The true guppy petals consist of two colors: red and yellow. But most of them have
these 2 colors together, so it's seen as a show color. Any flower that is more yellow is a yellowish color. Which flower
is more red is a reddish color. But there are some real red peacock flowers. and some trees have pure yellow flowers
which are hard to find In general, only the western peacock's tail was found. The fruit of the guava tail is a flat curved
sheath in the shape of a sword. and the seeds arranged transversely Propagation is mainly by seeds. And can use
methods of persistence, grafting, grafting (that will not mutate) and growing well in general soil.
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
