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Frangipani or frangipani is a perennial flowering plant in the family Frangipani or Frangipani (Apocynaceae). There
are many types together. Some people believe Lan Thom should not be planted in the house because it is believed
that it is unfortunate, that is, synonymous with the word 'sad’, which means sorrow, sorrow, is widely planted. Other
native names include Champa, Champa Lao and Champakhom, etc. (For English names: Frangipani, Plumeria,
Temple Tree, Graveyard Tree) Frangipani trees are popular plants because the flowers are colorful and beautiful,
including white, light yellow, red, pink, opaque white, etc. Some flowers have more than 1 color, there may be many
colors in one flower. Frangipani is also the national flower of Laos, called "Dok Champa" and can be found a lot at
the entrance to Phra That Luang Prabang. For Thailand, it is often found naturally in the northern part of the Lan
Thom tree. Botanically there are more than 21 species of the Plumeria genus, with more than a hundred species
detected . similar to other species in the family Apocynaceae, which contains toxic compounds and is an irritant to
the eyes and skin . The leaves of Plumeria alba are slender and pointed. While Plumeria pudica is elongated and
glossy, dark green, and in Plumeria pudica, young to mature leaves have the same color as they fall. Plumeria
obtusa, officially known as Singapore Plumeria which originates from Central America.
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
