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HAIRY WATER-LILY
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HAIRY WATER-LILY (scientific name: Nymphaea lotus) is a type of aquatic plant. There is an underground stem as
a tuber or rhizome, similar to a taro tuber. A single leaf breaks from the rhizome. The petiole is long and soft, sending
the leaves to float on the surface of the water. The leaves are quite round. The top surface is smooth and shiny.
The bottom has fine hairs. single flower flower stalks like leaf stalks Inside there is a lot of transparent rubber and
air tubes. The fruit is called Ta Nod Bua, edible, contains a lot of starch, flower stalk is called Sai Bua, edible.
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
