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IRON WOOD (scientific name: Hopea odorata) is a perennial plant in the family Takhian. It can be found in Bangladesh,
Cambodia, India, Laos, Malaysia, Burma, Thailand and Vietnam. The Takian tree can grow up to 45 meters tall with a trunk
base diameter of 4.5 meters. in the forest Especially along rivers at altitudes between 0 and 600 m. In some areas
such as West Bengal and the Andaman Islands it is often planted as a shade tree due to its valuable wood. This puts
it among the threatened species in its natural habitat. Takhian also has other native names: Kakie, Koki (Karen,
Chiang Mai), Khaen (northeast, Loei), Chakhian (north), Chu Nga (Malay, Narathiwat), Juke, Soge (Karen,
Kanchanaburi), Takhian Yai (central). ) Takhian Thong (Middle, Prachuap Khiri Khan) Prai (Lawa, Chiang Mai) Botanical
characteristics Takhian is a large perennial plant, 20-40 meters tall, non-deciduous, the crown is
a dense round or low pagoda-shaped shrub. thick brown-black bark flaky light brown sapwood reddish-brown
heartwood The leaves are oval, spear-shaped or sword-shaped, 3-10 cm wide, 6-14 cm long. behind the leaf with
smooth nodules in the leaf fork . There are 9-13 pairs of leaf veins, curved ends, but not touching each other. 5 sepals

and 5 petals each, connected to each other, fragrant. 0.6 cm in diameter, 1 cm long, 1 pair of wings,paddle-shaped.
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
