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PEACOCK FLOWER TREE
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PEACOCK FLOWER TREE (scientific name: Caesalpinia pulcherrima) is a plant in the genus Fang (Caesalpinia),
subfamily Ratchaphruek (Caesalpinioideae), pea family (Fabaceae), originated in Central America to South
America. It is a tall evergreen shrub 3- 5 m,, round canopy, glabrous or thorny stems The leaves are compound,
double feathery, alternate, 7-11 pairs of oblong or obovate sub-leaves, rounded or concave tip. The base of the
leaf is rounded or crooked. The flowers are clustered in the axils of the leaves, at the ends of the branches or at
the top, 20 cm long. When blooming, the diameter is 4 cm. The petals have 5 petals, many colors such as yellow,
red, orange or pink. There are 10 stamens and pistils. There is 1 ovary above the flower base. The fruit is a flat pod, size
1.5-2 x10-12 cm. Inside there are 8-10 flat, round or oval seeds Thai Peafowl, a national tree of Barbados, appears
on the upper left-right corner of the flag of Queen Elizabeth Il of the United Kingdom. Kingdom that holds the
title of Queen of Barbados . popularly planted as an ornamental plant The roots are used to cook as a menstrual drive.
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
