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PINK KOPSIA (scientific name: Kopsia rosea D.J. Middleton; Family: Apocynaceae) was published as a new plant
(2004) because it had been confused with the large-leaved gardenia Kopsia. macrophylla Hook.f. and Pink Gardenia
(formerly) Kopsia. fruticosa (Ker) A.DC. The most noticeable differences are pink gardenia with smooth ovaries and
Kopsia macrophylla Hook.f. There are stamens attached below the center of the petal tube. and found only in the Malay
Peninsula Botanical characteristics: A shrub, 1-3 meters tall, with few branches, usually irregularly branching.
Single leaf, opposite arrangement, alternating perpendicularly Leaves ovate, lanceolate or elliptical, 3.3-8 cm wide,
7.5-18 cm long, pointed tip, almost rounded base, smooth edge, green leaf blade. flowers Bouquet In the axils and
at the tips of the leaves, each bouquet of pink flowers consists of 5-10 flowers, 5 small petals, reddish-pink calyxes.
The center of the flower is dark pink when blooming. There are 5 stamens. Flowering from May to September.
general information Native to China, Burma, Malaysia and Indonesia. In Thailand, it is found in the evergreen forests
on the southern hills."
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
