The flower is purple-red and slightly larger than the white lily flower. The inner petals are white and pink. The outer
center petals are purple-red along the edge of the petals are white. reddish-purple stamens Propagated by separating
shoots and root cuttings. The leaves are roasted over a fire to wrap around bruises, swelling, sprains, sprains, and
are used in the fire after giving birth. Boiled, eaten, causes vomiting, has a bitter taste. In India, it is used as

a laxative, expectorant, to treat diseases. Regarding bile, the seeds are laxative. diuretic as a tonic.
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
