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SEA HIBISCUS (scientific name: Hibiscus tiliaceus) is a perennial plant with heart-shaped leaves, the edges of the
leaves are wavy, and the underside of the leaves are covered with soft hairs. in the boundary between fresh water
and salt water utilization Sea hemp shells are used to make ropes. The leaves are a wound healer. The wood of sea
hemp has a specific gravity of 0.6. It can be used in carpentry, such as making boats. The bark and roots are used
to boil to make antipyretics. Young leaves are eaten as vegetables. Indigenous people in Hawaii used the wood to
build canoes. Asian countries prefer to use sea hemp to make bonsai. Orang Azli people in Perak In Malaysia, the
bark is made into a dry powder used to treat sexually transmitted diseases.
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
