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SEA ALMOND (scientific name: Terminalia catappa; English: tropical almond) is a type of deciduous tree.

a tiered leaves are single leaves. Alternately circulating at the end of the branch. The leaves are elliptical
with a pointed tip, a short protrusion, the base of the leaf is narrow, concave, flowers in the axillary panicles,
small, white, blooming from February to April. The fruit is elliptical or oval fortified. Slightly flattened like
an almond kernel, about the width of 2-5 cm. and about 3-7 cm. long, green in color, dark black when dry. It is
commonly planted as an ornamental plant. Origin: It is native to the tropics of the Indian Subcontinent,
Southeast Asia. to the Oceania region and the Hawaiian Islands which are often found at the beach or
beach forest by the sea because it grows well in sandy loam soil
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
