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SEA SAGO, sea turtle coconut or queen sago (English: Queen sago; scientific name : Cycas rumphii) is a cycad genus.
The stem is coarse, caused by the missing marks of the leaves, dark brown. The leaves are monophyte, the apex
is pointed, the midrib is a shallow groove, and the base of the petiole is thorny. glossy green seed When mature, it

is brownish orange. The stems yield sago flour that can be used for cooking. Raw seeds are poisonous. leaves for
making wreaths.
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
