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SEASHORE ARDISIA
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SEASHORE ARDISIA (scientific name: Ardisia elliptica Thunb) has other names that chicken bones, fish bones,
fish bones, horns, large leaves originated from South America in Thailand, found along the banks of rivers. The
inside of the mangrove forest with the influence of the tide - the tide. propagated by seed likes high humidity
moderate sunlight The general appearance is a shrub, 1.5 -3 meters tall, with reddish-brown young branches. The
leaves are single leaves, thick leaves, smooth skin, arranged around the branches. The leaves are oval to obovate,
size 3-5.5x6-14 cm. Ramyai is an edible plant. Bring the leaves and shoots to cook. Including fresh vegetables,
dipped in chili paste and has medicinal properties as a herbal remedy, leaves to cure liver disease, flowers to cure
parasites, kill germs, wind . Golden-orange pigment called Rapanone was found in the bark of the tree, which
when tested on rats infected with leprosy. By administering the drug continuously for 6 months to 1 year can
reduce the number of such bacteria.
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
