There are
other native names: Kaew (Chiang Mai), Sang Dong (Lampang), Tanyong (Narathiwat). and is the official tree of
Minburi district In Bangkok [1], the Pikul flower is the provincial flower of Kamphaeng Phet, Yala and Lop Buri. and
is the flower of the Queen's school Rajinibon School Satri Wittaya School 2 Nawaminthrachinuthit Satri Wittaya
School 2 Wat Rajason School Sakonratwittayanukul School Banharn Jamsai Wittaya School 3, Bang Bo Wittayakhom
School and Narathiwat Rajanagarindra University Botanical characteristics Pikul is a perennial plant with single
leaves arranged alternately, elliptical, 2-6 cm wide, 715 cm long, pointed leaf tip, wavy leaf edge, single flower
clustered at the end of the branch or axillary calyx, 8 petals. Overlapping in 2 layers, about 24 petals, overlapping
at the base of the petals, slightly connected, white flowers when near, sprinkled with brownish yellow Flowers
bloom one day and then fall, fragrant, flowering throughout the year, yellow fruit, sweet and astringent taste It can
be grown in all kinds of soils, outdoor needs moderate water and moisture. It grows well in all types of soil. Likes full
sun. It tolerates various conditions well. It grows sporadically in evergreen forests in the southern, central and

eastern regions. Propagated by seed Nowadays, there are a lot of crops available.
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
