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TORCH GINGER (scientific name: Etlingera elatior (Jack) R.M. Smith) is a monocotyledonous herb with beautiful
flowers. It is popularly grown as a cut flower in the ginger family (Zingiberales)[1], which is a plant in the same family
as ginger and galangal. The dahlia stalk is underground, called the rhizome, which is the origin of the young dahlia
shoot. Dahla, in addition to being used as a plant to admire the beauty of the flowers, can also be used for cooking
and has high medicinal value. Galangal and Ginger There is an underground stem as a rhizome. The above-ground
stems are sheaths, tightly wrapped around each other, cylindrical. Dala leaves are single leaves, oblong or
spear-shaped. Dark green, sharp leaf tip, width 20 cm., length about 50 cm.Dala flowers are single inflorescences
at the end of the stem, which thrust up from the rhizome underground. The inflorescence is about 1.5 meters long.
The flowers are red, pink or white. The petals are thick and smooth as they are stacked in several layers. The base
of the petals is smooth and shiny red. The tip of the petals is white, the outer petals are large, the inner petals are
small, and gradually decrease in size until the inner circle at the end of the petals. open with a sharp beak, blooming
throughout the year, with a lot from May to August Dala fruit, round shape, 2-2.5 cm in diameter, with soft hairs.
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
