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WHITE CHEESEWOOD (scientific name: Melodorum fruticosum Lour.) is named according to the local language
that Hom Nuan (northern), Lamduan (northeast) is a type of flowering plant native to Southeast Asia. and is a plant
species bestowed by His Majesty the King of Sisaket Province. Fragrant flowers are also the flowers of Mae Fah
Luang University and Sisaket Rajabhat University. Botanical characteristics Lamduan is a medium-sized tree, 5-20
meters tall, non-deciduous, dense conical canopy, straight trunk with brown bark. Cracked, jagged, scaly, single,
alternate, oblong or lanceolate, 2.5-4 cm wide, 5-11.5 cm long, pointed at the base of the exam or rounded. The
flowers are soft and fragrant. Out single axillary at the end of the branch. The petals are thick and hard, the outer
3 petals spread out, the inner 3 petals close together when blooming about 2 cm in diameter. The fruit is spherical,
about 0.6 cm in diameter, green when ripe, black, sweet and sour taste.
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
