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MANORANGINI Scientific name : Artabotrys hexapetalus (L.f.) Bhandari Family: Annonaceae Type : large creeper
Stems: tendrils extending 5-10 meters, soft green shoots. Hairless or very little hairy Leaves: Single, obovate, 5-6 x
8-18 cm in size, pointed at the base, thick, glossy, dark green leaves, smooth, hairless petiole, flat and bent into a
hook to help support the plant.Flowers: in the axils of the leaves oval green calyx tip up green petals When fully
bloomed, it turns dark yellow, fragrant. The petals are arranged in 2 layers, the petals are thick, oval-shaped, point-
ed, the outer petals are 1-1.5 x 2-5 cm in size, the inner petals are smaller. Flower diameter 4-5.5 cm. Flowering
throughout the year.Fruit: fruit group with 7-15 sub-fruits, round-oval shape, protruding tip when pale green. When
mature, it turns yellow with 1-2 seeds. Growth Rate: Fast. Soil : loose.water: medium.Sunlight: strong sunlight.
Propagation: seeds and grafting. Uses and others: popularly planted as an arch along the path along the road to
provide shade. but should always be trimmed Chinese ylang-ylang is a plant species from abroad. be planted in our
home for a long time It looks similar to the Veek but has prolific flowers. It smells stronger.
