Medicinal properties: Aloe vera, which we know well, has a role
in treating burns, scalds and fresh wounds, helps relieve burning pain and helps heal surgical wounds. In addition
to helping to heal wounds, aloe vera is also used to reduce inflammation. Therefore, we see products that use the
benefits of aloe vera as an ingredient in various forms. Both creams for treating skin diseases and inflammation that
