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Turmeric is a herbaceous plant in the ginger family, native to Southeast Asia. It has an underground rhizome.
The inner part of the rhizome is yellow and has a distinctive aroma. It can range from dark yellow to bright orange.
Other common names include: turmeric curry (Chiang Mai), turmeric (Central, South), turmeric jok (Chiang Mai),
turmeric head (Chiang Mai), khee min (Trang, South), tayo (Karen, Kamphaeng Phet), sayo (Karen, Mae Hong Son)
and min (Trang, South). Botanical characteristics: Turmeric is a perennial herb, 30-95 cm tall. The underground rhizome
is oval, short, stout, with cylindrical branches growing on both sides, opposite. The inner part of the rhizome is
yellow-orange or yellow-champak mixed with orange, and has a pungent aroma. The leaves are simple with a dark red
center. The rhizomes emerge in a circle, overlapping one another, lanceolate in shape, 12-15 cm wide, 30-40 cm
long. The inflorescence emerges from the rhizome, inserting between the leaf stalks, cylindrical in shape, light
yellow petals, light green or beige bracts, 3-4 flowers bloom at a time. The fruit is round with 3 lobes.
Cultivation: Turmeric likes full sunlight and high humidity, likes loose soil with good drainage, does not like waterlogging.
The planting method uses rhizomes or tubers that are 10-12 months old for breeding. If it is a rhizome, it should be about
8-12 cm long or have 6-7 buds. Plant in the plot, cover with soil about 5-10 cm thick. Turmeric will take about 30-70 days
to germinate after planting. Water every day. After that, when the turmeric is 9-10 months old, it can be harvested.
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
